We are featuring
their 2015 Blanc de Blancs sparkling wine. Made with 100% Chardonnay grapes this wine is new world
style dry, yet fresh and fruit forward. It is light and crisp on the palate with bright citrus and tropical
fruit notes effusing from the fine and persistent bubbles. It finishes with more traditional notes of
yeasty brioche or hints of fresh baked dinner rolls.

Willakenzie Estate Winery is the longtime dream of co-founder Bernard Lacroute. After a successful
career in high tech, Bernard decided to return to his Burgundian roots and grow Pinot Noir. In June we
are featuring Willakenzie Estate’s 2015 Pierre Leon Pinot Noir. This wine offers a savory array of dark
spices, coffee, mocha, and black fruits. Those flavors carry through on a palate that is structurally pre-
cise with refined tannins, great balance and lingering persistence.
